We are pleased to send you a copy of the school’s recent OfSTED report. The school is now judged to be good and increasingly more effective. Some aspects of the school have been judged to be outstanding. 
It is just over two years since our last inspection when the effectiveness of the school and the achievement of pupils was judged by OfSTED to be unsatisfactory. The school was categorised as underachieving and was set a range of key areas to address including raising standards of achievement, improving the quality of teaching and making more effective use of assessment. 
The governors and staff have remained very focussed on addressing these issues over the last two years. In the spring term the Local Education Authority reported to the Governing Body that the school was making good progress. 
OfSTED have now judged that: 
· The underachievement highlighted in the previous inspection is now eliminated

· The quality of teaching is good overall with some outstanding practice

· Assessment procedures are a real strength

Other aspects of the school’s work have also improved since the last inspection. 

· The personal development and well-being of learners is now good.
· The curriculum is now good.
· Quality of Provision is now good overall.
· Leadership and Management are now good.
Our capacity for further improvement is also judged to be good and no aspect of the school is judged to be less than satisfactory.
