Year One Snow Closure Activities
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	Reading:  

Using either their school reading books or library books.

· Design a new front cover.

· Write a new ending for the book.

· Find and write out any word in the book beginning with a given letter or initial digraph (two letters making one sound, i.e. th, sh, ch etc) or containing a vowel digraph such as ee, ie, oo etc.
· Summarise the beginning, middle and end of the story.  This could be done by writing sentences, drawing pictures or a mix of both.
· Reading to adults or siblings.

We are looking at fairy tales at the moment.

	Writing:

· Write a recount of their day in the snow.

· Practise writing their full name or any spellings from their books  (Please emphasise writing their words on the line).
· Any of the activities attached.

	Numeracy:  
· Practise writing numbers with correct orientation.  This can be done by writing neatly, painting all over a piece of paper, making the numbers out of playdough, writing in the snow/sand.

· If out and about, look at door numbers.  Which are odd and which are even

· Quick recall of number bonds to 10 and doubles to 12. (extend if necessary)
· Any of the exercises attached.

	Other:

As part of our PSHE topic this term we are looking at communities.  This will involve family, school, after school group, village/town and global communities.  Ask your child to draw a picture of a community they belong to, i.e. Brownies, Cubs, Swimming Club etc.  They can then write about the group, what they like, when and how often they go, who else goes etc.


	Please be aware that these are suggestions.  They do not have to be done in their entirety and can be modified to suit time and ability.
