Using the numbers 2, 5, 7, 16, 25 how many different number sentences (sums) can you make (e.g. 5+7=12 or 16-5=11)? The answer does not have to be one of the listed numbers. Can you use + - x and ÷? Could you use more than 2 numbers in a number sentence? Write all the number sentences you can make on a piece of paper. You can choose how you set out your work.
